Indefinite Pronouns

The indefinite pronouns are usually derived from the interrogative pronouns: kdo — nékdo, co — néco, ktery — néktery, ¢i — néci,
jaky — néjaky. Various prefixes are added to the interrogative pronouns (né-, lec-, leda-, kde-, malo- and others) and patrticles (-si, -
koli and others), like nékdo, kdosi, Cisi, jakysi, leckdo, ledaco, kdokoli, malokdo, kdekdo. The pronouns kazdy, vSechen (vSichni),
tyz and sam, samy also belong to the indefinite pronouns.

Relative Pronouns

They connect clauses in the sentence in the same way as conjunctions and relative adverbs. The pronouns kdo, co, ktery, jaky, ¢i,
jenz rank among relative pronouns.

Subordinate clauses which are connected by relative pronouns and adverbs are called relative clauses (Lékar, ktery operuje srdce, se
nazyva kardiochirurg. Navstivil misto, kde se narodil. = A doctor who operates on the heart is called a cardiosurgeon. He visited the
place where he was born.)

The pronoun ktery is declined according to the adjective novy (ktery - novy, kterého - nového, s kterymi - s novymi).
